Minutes:
I. Welcome. Juan Carlos Villa, AT020 Chair, welcomed the participants. He introduced Aisa Showery from Texas DOT as a new member of the Committee. Aisa replaces Tim Juarez who has retired.  
II. Committee Business. 
· Annual Meeting Minutes: Elisa Arias summarized the notes from the annual virtual meeting held on January 7, 2021. She highlighted that more than 50 members and friends of the Committee had attended this meeting. In addition to the TRB Staff Report, Committee coordinators presented meeting notes, research and communications updates.
· Research Needs Statements - Daniel Hackett provided an update. He asked for volunteers to review statements related to reshoring of manufacturing and supply chain disruptions to global supply chains. Daniel reported that on July 22, Isabel Victoria-Jaramillo and he will participate in a virtual freight research symposium that will be hosted by the AASHTO Special Committee on Freight, Council on Water Transportation and Council on Rail Transportation, in cooperation with the TRB Freight and Marine committees. Through these collaborations, they are hoping to develop funding linked to the RNS. Jose Marquez, Caltrans District 11, volunteered for this effort.
· Paper Review – Isabel Victoria-Jaramillo reviewed important dates for paper reviews. The site to submit papers opened on June 1 and it closes on August 1, The paper review period is from August 15 to October 15. Paper decisions are sent between October 15 and October 30. Revised papers are due December 1, 2021. Isabel also reviewed the process that TRB Committee reviewers should follow. The Committee has reviewed between 6 and 10 papers annually in the past four years since 2017.
· 2022 Annual Meeting Planning – Juan Carlos Villa reported that the 2022 Annual Meeting will be held from January 9 through January 13. The Freight Group (13 Committees) has two day workshop slots, which could be four half-day workshops. The deadline to propose workshops is July 15, 2021. Each Committee has one podium session opportunity.
One Workshop idea is Post COVID-19 Impacts on Global Supply Chains and International Transportation. It could be co-sponsored with AT015. The Podium session could include presentations on the best papers or external presentations from members or friends of the Committee. 
The Committee discussed other topics of interest, including the container trade system (Ports and Channels and Intermodal Transportation Committees as potential co-sponsors), Belt and Road Initiative (China-Europe cargo), shipping and climate change, market and regulatory solutions to improve 2020’s systemic international trade and transport, change in shipping and trade lanes due to COVID, an update on Brexit, and global agricultural production and trade. 
Juan Carlos also offered the idea of an informal Committee dinner as had been done in 2019. 

III. Post COVID19 Impacts on International Trade and Transportation Presentations and discussion
Scudder Smith, WSP USA, presented on Impacts of COVID on Trade. Scudder focused on types of impacts, demand indicators, consumer spending on goods and services, and investments in single-family structures, residential improvements, medical equipment and instruments as well as in computers and peripherals. 

Paul Bingham, IHS Markit, presented the macroeconomic context, U.S. consumer card-based spending, change in private non-farm inventories, the shift in inventory strategies away from lean Just in Time approaches, and improvements in performance at U.S. container ports.

Jagoda Egeland, International Transport Forum at the OECD, focused her presentation on COVID impacts on the transport sector in Europe, response through Green Lanes and new policies, and moving forward to rebooting toward an economically and environmentally sustainable transport network and reshaping by respacing cities for resilience, decarbonization of the transport sector and accounting for new trends related to telework, near-shoring, etc. 
Q&A followed along with a discussion to identify new research ideas and webinars to discuss in the fall and during the 2022 Annual Meeting.
