Minutes:
I. Welcome. Juan Carlos Villa, AT020 Chair, welcomed the participants. He introduced Jagoda Egeland from the International Transport Forum at the OECD and Russell Adise from the International Trade Administration, Maritime Services, as new members of the Committee. 
II. Mr. Villa introduced Scott Babcock who presented the TRB Staff Report on the 2022 TRB Annual Meeting. The 2022 meeting is planned to be smaller and have fewer session to open up space. COVID Health and Safety Procedures are posted to the meeting web page. The keynote speaker will be Transportation Secretary Pete Buttigieg. Ms. Anne Strauss-Wieder, Director of Freight Planning, North Jersey Transportation Planning Authority (NJTPA), is the 2022 recipient of the Thomas B. Deen Distinguished Lectureship. She will speak on “Evolving with Rapidly Shifting Supply Chains and Freight Systems: The Past, the Present, and the Emerging Future. The AT020 Committee meeting will be held on Monday, January 7 at 8:00 am.
III. Committee Business. 
· The 2021 Mid-Year Meeting was held on July 13, 2021 and minutes are posted to the Committee web page.
· Irina Benedyk, Communications Coordinator, provided the Committee’s web page information (https://www.trbtradetransportation.org/) and requested that members update their contact information and provide media resources such as news and publications for posting.
· TRB Papers Submitted – Mr. Villa, on behalf of Isabel Victoria-Jaramillo, reported that five papers were received and reviewed. One paper was accepted for presentation (Lectern Session 1089: Assessing The Input Uncertainty of Commodity-Based Freight Demand Models and for publication). One paper was accepted for presentation only (Poster Session 1156: A Multimodal Multicommodity Network Equilibrium Model with Vehicle Capacity and Bottleneck Congestion for China-Europe Containerized Freight Flows). Three papers were rejected. Mr. Villa thanked the paper reviewers, both Members and Friends of the Committee. He reported on the number of papers reviewed by the Committee since 2017, which range from five to ten papers per year.
· The Committee discussed how to strategize to receive more papers submitted to the Committee. Special issues of Transportation Research Record (TRR) or other publications were proposed. Scott Babcock mentioned that since the scope of the AT020 Committee is broad, as papers are received, Scott could distribute relevant papers for AT020 member review. A special issue on freight also was proposed. 
· Young Members Council – Chris Bachmann reported on the upcoming workshop on Early Academic Successful Careers, which will include discussions related to publishing papers and developing grant proposals. The workshop is scheduled on January 9, 2022 from 1:30 pm to 4:30 pm (EST) at the Convention Center. 
· 2022 Annual Meeting AT020 Sessions - Juan Carlos Villa reviewed the sessions sponsored by the Committee: Lectern Session 1089, Innovative Research in Freight and Marine Systems Lightning Hybrid Session, Lectern Session 1126, Supply Chain Disruptions: Public Agency Perspectives, and Lectern Session 1174, Supply Chain Disruptions: Private Sector Perspectives. These sessions are scheduled on Monday January 10, in addition to the AT020 Committee meeting.
· The Committee discussed options for the AT020 social event and more information will be shared.
· Research Needs Statements - Daniel Hackett provided an update. In July 22, Daniel  participated in a virtual freight research symposium hosted by the AASHTO Special Committee on Freight. He will provide an update in January 2022 on areas of interest for research. 
· Juan Carlos Villa congratulated the Committee for being selected for the Blue Ribbon Award on Diversity for best practices in attracting and retaining members and friends from historically under-represented groups.
